My school has a separate global studies program within our school with a world languages branch and a fine arts branch. About 300 of our 2000 students are involved in the program. The program itself is very engaged in global studies with a required in-depth four-year project presented in the senior year in a language other than English. We have teacher mentors who the global studies students check in with several times a year for four years. This year for the first time non- global studies teachers were asked to join as mentors if they expressed interest. The response has been very positive from them and they enjoy the enthusiasm and dedication of these students. The next level I believe would be global studies for all students at my school. This could happen through the required freshman seminar program at our school. We already have lessons we teach them two times a week about budgeting, getting along with others, and study skills. Why not add a global component? Or maybe each freshman seminar class could adopt an organization in our community and do volunteer work throughout the year or donate money or food to the organization.

a.
My school is very engaged within the global studies program, but not really for the rest of the school. We hold occasional food drives and collect money for societal causes, but don’t teach global education every day to our students. I think the misconception is to let the global studies teachers teach it, so the rest of the teachers don’t have to.

b.
My Global Education Resource Guide can support my school by demonstrating how to move an existing lesson plan to a globalized lesson plan, to encourage all teachers to move to Global Education on a daily basis. I can also have suggested resources for teachers to go to and learn more about global education. I can list technology apps they can use in their classroom to connect with the world.

The most accessible format for my school would be the school website and the school newspaper.

I could present to our monthly district level world languages meetings with our fellow colleagues.

I will link our school mission statement: we envision a community where all students engage in a rigorous, supportive, and well-rounded education to prepare them for further academic and career opportunities, to global education when I share and discuss my PowerPoint with my department of world languages on December 9th. My PowerPoint links global education to curriculum and how to adopt it to our curriculum. Our updated 2014 national and state standards already include global education in the standards. School environment will also be touched on in my PowerPoint. I share 2 cultural projects of my students from early December and how they touch on global issues. One is about homosexual marriage and tolerance in Spain and we compared it to the United States in a discussion. We next talked about it in our school community and how gay students still feel they can’t be open about their sexual orientation for fear of not being accepted in our school community.

	Digital component of UbD unit plan
	1. Internet- Students will investigate the rites of passage from adolescence to adulthood in Mexico and The United States
2. Thinglink-Students will include one image and four interactive links about how they would prefer to celebrate the transition from adolescence to adulthood
3. Quizlet-Students will match the thematic vocabulary list they receive with images from quizlet and save it to use as a vocabulary and study resource.
4. You Tube- Students will watch videos on  recorded Quinceanera, Bar and Bat Mitzvah ceremonies, as well as Sweet Sixteen parties.

	My Global Assessment Tools
	Tool 1: Global Education Checklist
Why?: This list has sections for everyone in the school community to fill out: teachers, administrators, community leaders, local school systems, and state education agencies. It is very black and white- either we have evidence we do it- or we don’t. It has very clear suggestions how to take global education to the next step- where ever your community is at. It assumes global education is everyone’s responsibility- not just the classroom teacher. This is the one I endorse for my school community.
Tool 2: Asia Society’s Graduation Portfolio System
Why?: It is a global leadership rubric that scores every global competence in the categories of emerging, developing, proficient/college ready, and advanced. My school mentions college readiness in our mission statement and this tool specifically has a category that clearly shows what that would look like for each global competency.
Tool 3: Global Competence Matrix for World Languages ( p.108, Educating for Global Competence: Preparing Our Youth to Engage the World)
Why?: It’s subject specific and says what the students will be able to do for each global competency.

	1Peace Corps Speakers Match- What a great opportunity for my high school students to consider becoming peace corps volunteers after high school. We could listen as a class or students could individually go on line in our computer lab. Students would learn about global perspectives and global issues and how these global volunteers contributed to the society they worked in.
2.Epals- What a great collaboration from my classroom to another classroom in a different country. Students could ask each other questions about issues of concern to them, such as racism or gender equality within their school community. This is an example of presenting for diverse audiences.
3.Global Education Conference- I attended the online International Global Education Conference for the first time this year. The presenters were very informative and it was exciting to see the audience was from all over the world. There was time afterwards to chat live online. This would be an awesome experience for my students to show how interconnected we all really are and that we share many of the same concerns. 
4.Sister schools exchange- my school already has a program for our German students. We need to implement one for our Spanish students where we would alternate by year each country coming to see each other and actually sitting in our classrooms and observing firsthand a high school classroom. This would be taking action to learn about each other.
5.Northern Nevada International Center- host students and guests from around the world in our homes and/or provide dinner for them. This is currently going on in our community. We can learn and discuss different perspectives about customs surrounding school, food and meals.
